development and within a spanleés than fivedecades it has made tremendous
progress in both economic and sodialds. The number of banking offices in
Goa steadily increased many fold from a mere 5 in 1962, just after liberation, to
300bank branches as on*8March, 1988 after it gained Statehood and further to
643 bank branches as on March®32012. The aggregate deposits registered a
phenomenal rise from RS. crore in 1962 to R41099crore in 2011-12. The
gross credit also regeted a rise from just Rs. 3 crore in 196Rts.12334 crore
during2011-12. Consequently the credit depositratio in 201112 was 30%.

Table 1.1 below presents the trend in the number of banking offices between
198081 and201112. Forty new baking offices under Commercial category and
five Under ceoperative category have joined banking sector in Goa during
201112, increasing the total banking offices to 643 from 598 during the previous
year.

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2.1.3 Table 2.2 above indicatthat the deposits per branch office increased more than
43 times and the per capi@depods increased more thaBB times during the
period 198681 t0201112.
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2.1.4 While the deposits per branch increased from Rs. 1.48 crore in81989 Rs.
63.92 crore in201112, the per capita deposits showed a phenomenal increase
from Rs.3,779 to Rs2,60,496during the same period. The deposits per branch
and the per capita deposits registered a growth rate2.8(% and14.6% per
annum respectively over the period 1980t02011-12.

2.1.5 As per publication of Quarterly report for the March 201 the Resare Bank of
India, the top 100 centres in the country, ranked according to their size of
deposits as on MarcBl, D12 indicated that Panagentre with total deposits
amounting to Rs9,355 crore rankeds8™, Margao centre with deposit of Rs.
6,820 crore ranked 75" and Mormugao centre with deposit amounttogRs.
5,509 crore stood at rank numb80. The average deposits per reporting office
for Panaji, Marga@nd Mormugao centre worked outRs. 148.49 croreandRs.
139.18 and Rs166.94crore respectively.

As on March 31 2012, the gross credit advanced by the banking institutions in
Goaaccounted for Rs12334.17crore as against REL134.52crore in201011,

which shows an increase 0.8%. Compared to préiberation period, the Banks
have made a steady and significant progress in their activities. During the span of
less than fivadecades, the grossedit which stood at a mere Rs. 3 crore in 1961,

was pushedup remarkably during the course of years. Yigee total advances
are shown in Table 2.6.

The credit pattern over the period 198D to 201112, has shown29 times
increase in credit per bank brénand46 times increase in per capita credit.

In a span of over three decades, the credit per branch office has
increased from Rs. 0.66 crore in 198081 to Rs.19.18 crore in
201112 and the per capita credit from Rs.1,698 in 198081 to Rs.
78178 in 201112 The overall growth registered during the above
period was 11.5% and13.2% respectively for the above indicators.
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2.2.6 Theranking of all the banks accong to the size of gross credit advanced as on
31 March, 2012 is presentedin Statementl5. Among Commercial Banks, the
State Bank of India with advances of R&199.98crore (or18% of the total
credit) topped the list followed by Bank of India (F&1285 crore or D%),
Corporation Bank (R890.11crore or8%), Canara Bank (R870.76 crore or
8%), HDFC Bank (Rs966.39crore or8%), Indian Overseas bank (676.09 crore
or 5%), andSyndicate BanKRs.568.00crore or5%). While 62% of the total
advances wre made by the abov®evenbanks, the advances made By
Commercial banks wee less than one percent each. Amongoerative banks,
the advances made by three Banks viz. Goa Statep€mtive Bank Ltd. (Rs.
532.41crore 0r4%), Goa UrbanCo-operativeBank Ltd. (Rs464.54crore or 4%)
and MapusaUrban Coeoperative Bank Ltd(Rs. 239.76 crore or2%) together
accounted foover 10% of thetotal credit.

2.2.7 The credit per branch in the ye201112 was the highest foPunjab National
Bank (Rs.57.54crore) followed bylndian Overseas BankRs.37.56crore)and
Karnataka BanKRs 36.04 crore). Among the lowest advances per branch were
the DhanlaxmiBank (Rs.Q14 crore),Indusind Bank Ltd(Rs.0.92crore)andIng
Vysya Bank Ltd.(Rs. 0.93 crore) However,the overall position in credper
branch has improved in the course of years.

This is in line with the trend observed oves ffrears.As
can be seen from Statent-17, among the Commercial Banks, the credit deposit
ratioof Yes Bank(831) was the highest followed dyunjab National Bank1Q6)
andAllahabadBank @7). Among the Cooperative Bankthe credit depositatio
was relatively on the highside, lowest being fadBaraswat Coperative Bank Itd
(25), Shamrao Vithal CamperativeBank Ltd @8) and highest being for Citizen
Credit Cooperative Bank Ltd. 98) during the yeaf011-12. The credit deposit
ratio for major banks such as State Bank of India, Bank of India and Bank of
Baroda wee 29, 26 and 4 respectively, during the year in discussion.

3.4 Talukawise credit deposit ratio 201112 (refer Table 3.2) was the highest in
Bicholim (45.6), followed byPonda(43.2) andTiswad{42.0. The ratio for North
Goa district 84.9 was more than South Goa distrie8(9). Bardeztaluka has
lowest (20.1) in North Goa Districtwhile Salcete(214) recorded lowst credit
depositratio in South Goa District.
